Draft Minutes of Meeting held at the Parish Office

1. Apologies:
Cllrs C Blandamer,  P Blandamer & Hazard
2. Election of Chair & Vice-Chair: 
Cllr Greenfield was duly elected Chair and Cllr Cluff was duly elected Vice-Chair.
3. Declaration of interest:
None

4. Minutes of previous meeting:
It was agreed to accept the minutes of the meeting held on 12th July 2011 as a true record.

5. Information Update:
No matters not otherwise covered on the agenda.
6. Minutes of Poplars Management Committee meeting: No meeting held.

7. Wheeled Football Posts: It was noted that 3 sets of posts had been ordered and that work had commenced to clear the storage compound. 
8. Summer 2012 Festival Proposal:
The executive summary and financial proposals prepared by the organisers of the proposed event had been previously circulated. Sam Allison was in attendance at the meeting to answer any queries raised. After a lengthy discussion it was agreed to make the following recommendations to full Council:
(i) To approve the use of the Poplars Sports Ground (subject to permission from GBC Planning Dept) for a one day Lively Bird Music, Beer & Food Festival to be held on the 26th May 2012.
(ii) To request a £2,000 payment 6 weeks in advance from Sam Allison Leisure Ltd to cover the cost of repairing the pitches after the event.

(iii) To present options for approval at a future meeting with regard to the provision of a bar during the event and the profit share agreement

It was agreed that Cllr Greenfield & the Parish Clerk would investigate providers of real ale to support discussion on the provision of a bar. Subject to approval for the festival, it was agreed that a site visit would held 8 weeks prior to the event to confirm logistics. Sam Allison undertook to keep members updated with progress.
9. Archery Club: Members considered correspondence from the Archery Club regarding the 4.5% increase in fees for the year – it was noted that this equated to a total increase of £36. Members discussed the increased costs of utilities etc at the Poplars Sports Ground and confirmed that the increase reflected the national rate of inflation and agreed that the fee charged was correct and should stand. Parish Clerk to advise the Club of the Committee’s decision.
10. Contract Reviews:  It was agreed that the Parish Clerk write to all Clubs and advise them of the 4.5% increase in fees.
11. BJ Cricket Club: Item deferred to the October meeting.
12. Cancellation of Football Matches:
The Ground & Amenities Manager described a recent situation where play had gone ahead after he had declared the grounds closed. It was agreed that the Ground & Amenities Manager decision should be respected as final and that the gates would be locked and a sign erected to advise those for whom usual methods of communication had failed. It was further agreed that the bar should not be opened if the ground has been declared closed without the authorisation of the Ground & Amenities Manager.
13. Capital Requirements: 
The Parish Clerk advised that a pro-forma would be circulated to staff and Committee members to identify items requiring urgent, medium-term or ‘aspirational’ capital expenditure at the Poplars Sports Ground. This would aid long-term planning for the Poplars and also inform the Parish Council’s budget for 2012-13.
14. Planned Maintenance – It was agreed that any request for remedial work be forward to the Parish Clerk for attention.
